Gerry Griffin, National Coordinator and James O’leary,  NATC Executive Officer, have both submitted papers to the department on: 
Submission to the Educational Disadvantage Committee to Develop a Traveller Education Strategy.

The widespread assumption of Irish mono-culturalism is reflected in our educational system, and reflected in a ‘functionalist’ approach, which until recently formed the basis of Irish social and educational analysis.   Little cognisance is given in education of Traveller identity, other than the over-emphasis on remediation programmes, which positively discriminate in favour of Travellers but have little impact on their schooling. Structural inequalities in the social and educational systems have been largely overlooked.  These are some of the issues and recommendations that the submissions address.
