NUI Maynooth Certificate Course in Integrating Literacy.
Aims
The Integrating Literacy course is designed for vocational trainers and instructors and for subject tutors. It aims to enable them to build literacy support and development into their own programmes, and to promote a whole-centre approach to literacy. 

Course content
The course content focuses on building literacy into teaching and training practice. It includes the following topics:

Context for literacy work:
* Literacy awareness: causes and effects of literacy difficulties

* Philosophies of adult learning

* Tutor - learner relationship

* How adults and young people learn

Skills development:
* integrated lesson planing and assessment

* reading, writing, spelling, numeracy

* using and designing integrated materials

* Multiple Intelligences

* Specific Learning Difficulties, including dyslexia

* Groupwork and teambuilding.

Course Methodology
Participants are encouraged to share experience and support each other's learning. The sessions are participative, including practical exercises, small group discussion, and tutor presentations.

Certificate
To qualify for the NUIM Certificate participants will complete

* 6 short assignments, linked to course topics

* An essay based on a Learning Journal

* A practical project showing how they are integrating literacy into their programmes.

No previous formal educational qualifications are required. Participants must be 23 years or over. 
 

The course is organised and funded by FAS, and applications are welcome from staff working in FAS Community Training Centres, other FAS Community Services programmes, and Dept of Justice Training Centres. There are also some places available for Youthreach Centres and Senior Traveller Training Centres.
