Consultation Notice for THE All Ireland Programme for Immigrant parents

On behalf of the multi-agency Project Management Committee, as part of a cross border initiative, the ISPCC (which is carrying out the tender) is inviting Parents and Practitioners to take part in consultation as part of the All Ireland Programme for Immigrant Parents
The island of Ireland has experienced considerable change in its population profile over the last decade. Migrants have become an increasingly visible group with particular needs requiring tailored responses.

For this reason, the interagency cross-border Project Management Committee is undertaking a project aimed at the full spectrum of immigrant parents: asylum seekers; refugees; migrant workers; undocumented migrants and overseas students. The Committee consists of The Health Service Executive (HSE); The Department of Justice, Equality and Law Reform; The Department of Education; The Parenting Skills Unit (HSE Dublin North East Psychology Department); Barnardo’s N.I. and Surestart N.I.


The All Ireland Programme for Immigrant Parents (All-PIP) is a 24-month project to develop and disseminate a range of parenting information, training and resources for immigrant families. The project is being developed on an all-Ireland basis with some of the resources having two versions, one for each jurisdiction. 

The ISPCC now want to consult with practitioners, immigrant parents and children and young people aged 12-17 from immigrant communities. We want to hear about: living in Ireland, stresses and strains, access to services like Education, Health and Recreation, Parenting practices, language barriers and integration.

The aim of the web consultation phase is to use existing knowledge and skills of both parents and practitioners to highlight key issues and needs arising in the area of immigrant parenting.
This consultation will inform the development of programme materials for practitioners, a DVD for people with language or literacy difficulties, and a resource pack with two versions (one for the Republic of Ireland and one for Northern Ireland) for parents. The resource pack will contain information on subjects like education, health, legal issues, recreation and positive parenting in Ireland.
