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INVITATION TO TENDER

Special Study on Roma, Travellers and Gypsies in Primary Education
As part of the European Monitoring Centre on Racism and Xenophobia’s (EUMC) Network on Racism and Xenophobia (RAXEN) the Irish National Focal Point (NFP) for RAXEN will conduct a Special Study on Roma, Travellers and Gypsies in Primary Education in Ireland during September/October 2004.  The Irish NFP is the National Consultative Committee on Racism and Interculturalism (NCCRI), in partnership with the Equality Authority.
The NCCRI and the Equality Authority are seeking an experienced researcher to complete this study within the time frame as laid out by the EUMC.
The study will require a relatively high level of analysis aimed at providing the reader with a deeper understanding of the issue, and will not exceed 60,000 characters (approximately 35-40 pages).  The Special Study is an analysis of existing research and data in order to provide an overview of the topic, reflecting the guidelines which will be issued by the EUMC.  It will not involve any primary research.  The report must be accessible to both a national and European audience and conform to the style guidelines provided by the EUMC.
The guidelines will be issued to the contractor in mid-September; the contractor will be expected to submit the report to the NCCRI within 35 calendar days of this date.  Following submission of the draft report the contractor may be requested to revise the study within a designated time frame.

The total price for the completion of the study will not exceed €8,400, it is expected that this will represent approximately 21 days work, provisionally broken down as follows:
